Minutes of the Annual General Meeting
Held on Thursday 13" March 2025 @ Guildford Rugby Club

Meeting Commenced 7.45pm
Present: 36 Individuals representing 20 organisations
Chairman of the meeting: Simon Crowther

The Chairman welcomed the Mayor of Waverley (Councillor John Ward), Mayor of
Godalming (Councillor Paul Rivers), Councillor Paul Follows (Leader of Waverley Borough
Council & Godalming Town Council), David Gill, Chairman of Farnham Sports Council and
Martin Maybrey BEM, Vice President & Borough Development Officer for Eastern Waverley,
Surrey Playing Fields

1. Apologies for Absence

Apologies had been received from Chris Grimes (Chairman Sport Haslemere), The Rt Hon
Jeremy Hunt MP, Barrie Hogan, Anne Gray, Alan Elliott (The Charterhouse Club), Graham
Robinson, Josh Busby (Godalming Leisure Centre) and Andrew Fergusson.

2. Minutes of the 2024 AGM

The Minutes of the meeting held on 26%" March 2024 had been circulated prior to the
meeting, were approved. Proposed by David Allen seconded by Bill Braid.

3. Chairman’s Report

The Chairman’s Report had been circulated with the Notice of the meeting. This was taken
as read.

He had highlighted the main events that Sport Godalming had organised during the previous
12 months being the 12" Godalming Run that had attracted over 650 runners across the
three distances, the Simon Steel Cricket Festival for Junior Schools which is co-ordinated by
Graham Ekins, Chairman of Farncombe Cricket Club and the Surrey Cricket Foundation, the
Sport Godalming Bowls Competition that is organised by Graham Robinson and finally our
Sports Awards that is held to acknowledge the many achievements by local athletes of all
ages. Our speaker was Gill Platt, who is a Bowls England International and Polio survivor.
2024 was an Olympic year and we were thrilled when Toby Roberts, one of our Go for Gold
beneficiaries, won a Gold Medal in the climbing event. Sport Godalming has attended two
meetings of the Broadwater Park Regeneration Working Party. There is a lot of preparation
work to do before decisions can be made about what goes on the site and where. We held
our first Football Summit to hear from local clubs what they would like to see on the site and
what else they needed assistance with. The message was loud and clear, better facilities,
better quality pitches and a minimum of one artificial pitch to cater for the ever increasing
membership of the clubs.

4. Treasurer’s Report

The Treasurer presented the accounts for the year ended 315t December 2024. He
reminded the audience that Sport Godalming is a registered charity and therefore has to
operate under the Charity Commissioner’s requirements. The general account showed a
surplus of receipts over payments of £1976 and a bank balance of £11367 is to be carried
forward. Funds relating to the restrictive accounts totalled £1511 and this was solely made



up by monies held in the name of the Simon Steel legacy. Acceptance of the accounts was
proposed by Hugh Morgan and seconded by Michael O’Sullivan.

5. Election of Officers

duly elected for the forthcoming year:

Gregory, Kevin Holcombe, Katherine Jonkergouw and Graham Robinson. The Chairman
welcomed Eden Allen, John Allen and Kevin Holcombe to the Committee.

7. Any Other Business
Nothing had been received by the Hon Secretary.

The meeting closed at 7.58pm.

Open Meeting

The Chairman, Simon Crowther, opened the meeting by inviting the Councillor Paul Rivers,
Mayor of Godalming to say a few words. The Mayor mentioned that he had attended and
enjoyed watching the Godalming Run. He then went on to say that during the year he had
withessed numerous sports clubs who have contributed to the local community. He thanked
them, and in particular Sport Godalming, for all that they do.

Councillor Paul Follows updated the meeting with the current position at Broadwater Park.
The site is currently undergoing a number of technical surveys and monitoring, including the
drilling of boreholes, which will establish what is under the surface, how this should be dealt
with, the topography of the land and where it may be possible to build sporting structures
and finally, where the capping will be needed and to what depth. It is hoped that these
exercises will be completed by July/August. Following this an application to undertake the
necessary works will be made to Surrey County Council as the mineral planning authority.
Funding will be needed to move to the next stage of planning etc and what may go on the
site and where. A public consultation will be undertaken prior to this. Following the last
public consultation, it was apparent that the public wished to see part of the site left as a
green open space, a skate board site, a BMX track and some element of golf were also in
favour. It is hoped to finalise the design by early 2026. The change of unitary authority may
impinge on this development going forward but it is planned to move this scheme on as
quickly as possible so that it becomes difficult to revoke it. Councillor Follows then took
questions from the floor. A brief summary of the questions raised and answers given are
shown below: -



Q. parkrun route

A. PF - WBC are working to ensure that the parkrun is accommodated within the proposed
scheme. This should stop having to move the course on a regular basis.

Q. Katherine Jonkergouw, Busbridge Tennis Club — Are you planning to accommodate
Padel Tennis on the site?

A. PF — Following a meeting with the Rugby Club it has been established that they are
planning to build three courts on their site. John Allen, President of Guildford Rugby Club,
confirmed that planning permission will be submitted in due course.

Q. Clir Daniel Husseini, WBC — How will it be ascertained what the public want on the site
and what will be built on the site to compete with the Surrey Sport Park?

A. PF = There will be a public consultation where members of the general public can
indicate what their priorities are. This will probably be done via the WBC website. The plan
is to have a set of leisure activities on the site with the capacity to add more at a later stage.
Several plans will be drawn up to accommodate what the survey has indicated should be on
the site and depending on the results of the technical surveys etc, the scheme will progress
from there. It will be subject to planning permission. It may be necessary to submit these on
a regular basis as the scheme unfolds. It is the aim to have as much as possible either
agreed relating to planning permission, or actually started to be built by the time WBC
ceases to exist. Timescale, late 2026.

Q. Steve Cosser, Holloway Hill Bowls Club — Assurances are required that the facilities that
are provided at Broadwater Park are actually needed. Funds could be better spent on clubs
where financial assistance would enable them to upgrade their existing facilities.

A. PF —There are funds available both at WBC and GTC level to assist existing clubs in the
upgrading of existing facilities that will enable their club to grow. The results of the public
consultation will determine what should be considered to be built on the site. However, the
technical survey results will also have to be taken into consideration.

Q. Maggs Kyte, Guildford Hockey Club — How much progress has been made since last
year? When will the capping begin and when will it be in place?

A. PF —As WBC wishes to build sporting facilities on the site it is necessary to cap the land.
If it is left as it is, there may be possible safety issues. There has been a considerable
amount of work undertaken on the site but it is not readily visible to the general public. As
mentioned before, various testing exercises have been undertaken. The results from these
and the boreholes need to collected over a period of say a 12 months so that it can be
evidenced to the various regulatory bodies what the findings are and how they can be
overcome and/or treated. The existing covenant will need strengthening to protect the park.

Q. Bill Braid, Sport Godalming — Encouraged to hear that PF will listen to what the public
would like to see on the site that will appeal to all, regardless of age and sporting ability. BB
has not seen evidence of sporting knowledge from the people currently working on the
project. It may be necessary to invest some funds in employing consultants who have
experience with dealing with similar matters.

A. PF — Confirms that the results of the public consultation will be listened to. Consultants
have been employed to deal with the various surveys currently being undertaken. As the
scheme progresses, it may well be necessary to employ others with certain expertise




required at that time. A new covenant will be required to cover the whole park thus making it
legally difficult to change type of use.

The Godalming Run — Owen Kimber from Waverley Harriers, the new Race Director,
reported that this year's Godalming Run would take place on Sunday May 18™.
Unfortunately, the increase in costs relating to the public liability insurance, where Surrey
County Council insisted in an increase from £5 million to £10 million, plus an increase to just
under £1k in fees payable to Surrey County Council relating to the road closures, has
caused an increase in entry fees. Owen encouraged the audience to publicise the event
and consider either entering themselves or participating in a new team event.

Four of our successful applicants for Go for Gold were present at the meeting. These were
Ollie Jermy, a middle distance runner, Holly Linfield, an archer, OwenFirth, Triple Jump and
Chelsea MacFarlane, a bowls player. Maia Bentley, a rower, and Molly Butler, a skier, were
unable to attend due to training overseas with their respective GB teams. Molly did send a
video clip in which she described her training regime. They were interviewed by the
Chairman, David Allen, Maggs Kyte and Yasmina Hasan.

Following on from this, the Chairman introduced Yasmina Hasan, who is Sport Godalming’s
first Ambassador. Yaz has benefitted from our Go for Gold scheme for several years and is
now an international bowls player representing England in many competitions. Yaz spoke
enthusiastically about her journey from turning up at Godalming and Farncombe Bowls Club
aged 8 to participate in a Staycation event through to becoming an international bowls
player.

Eden Allen then gave a short presentation on our new website that will be going live shortly.
The aim is to simplify the site and bring it up to date. She quickly ran through the various
sections. Eden asked that clubs check their contact details when the site goes live and
should there be any changes needed, to advise her accordingly.

The final presentation was from the retiring Vice Chair, Michael O’Sullivan, who spoke about
his early rugby career and the 15 years he has been involved with Sport Godalming. This
consisted of the first Sports for All Day, the inaugural Godalming Run in 2012, the inter
senior schools’ competitions, numerous Awards Evenings and a Royal Visit to Godalming.
The nostalgic rendition was punctuated by photographs and antidotes. Following this John
“‘Rocky” Allen, President of Guildford Rugby Club gave an amusing summary of Michael’s
involvement at the Rugby Club. The Chair then asked the Mayor of Waverley to present
Michael with a silver salver to mark his retirement.

To conclude the evening, Councillor John Ward, Mayor of Waverley, spoke about the benefit
of sport bringing people to together, particularly the young people in the community. Sport
helped these young people to grow up and experience new experiences. He thanked the
many volunteers who made sport possible for others. These unsung heroes were the
cornerstone of many successful clubs. He also acknowledged the growth in women’s and
girls’ sport which he thought was tremendous. In closing he thanked Sport Godalming for all
that they do for local sport.

Meeting closed at 9.38pm.
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Welcome to our AGM and Open Meeting, which this time is being held at Guildford Hockey Club’s
pavilion and my thanks in advance to our friends there for their hospitality.

I am very pleased to particularly welcome the Mayor of Waverley, ClIr. Penny Rivers and the Mayor of
Godalming Clir. Bob Crooks, and Clir. Paul Rivers, the Mayor of Waverley’'s consort, along with
representatives from many of our sports clubs and other guests.

This report reflects on what we did in 2025 and a little bit on what we are planning this year — but | can
summarise some of the highlights...

We had an excellent and very well attended AGM and Open Meeting in March at Guildford Rugby
Club’s pavilion with an encouragingly wide range of stakeholders and sports clubs represented,
including the Mayors of Waverley and Godalming as well as the leader of both our Borough and Town
Councils.

AGM aside; we also add an Open Meeting to the proceedings and give bursaries to our ‘Go for Gold’
applicants. This is always an opportunity for these chosen (and this is judged independently by an
external group) to ‘showcase’ their sports and ‘interviews’ with recipients Chelsea Macfarlane,

Ollie Jermy and Holly Linfield took place. Our other recipients, Maia Bentley, Owen Firth and Molly
Butler were away. We also discussed the future of Broadwater Park Golf Course and, as previously
documented, we are involved in its future development and planning. An update was delivered by Paul
Follows (leader of both our Borough and Town Councils) with many questions from our audience. We
said ‘goodbye’ to vice-chairman Michael O'Sullivan, who left us with an excellent presentation covering
his years with Sport Godalming — Michael remains a de facto member when it comes to our brief on
matters ‘Broadwater Park Regeneration’. We also welcomed our first Ambassador, Yasmina Hasan and
this has been widely reported in the local press and overseas via Bowls England.

On Sunday 18th May, the Godalming Run celebrated its thirteenth anniversary at the Phillips Memorial
Park. This is a great community event — upwards of 700 runners competing in 10K, 5K and a 1K fun
run, there are an army of volunteers taking registrations, being on the various parts of the routes to
direct and encourage and at the finish, giving out drinks and medals, not to mention all the families and
friends coming out to support the runners. For the record, the winner of the men’s 10k was James
Parton in a time of 00:38:47 and the women’s 10k was won by Abbie Pritchard, who finished 11th overall,
in 00:44:26. In the 5k, James Martin won the men’s race in 00:18:35 and Isobel King, won the women's
race, coming in 7th overall, in 00:22:26. Waverley Harriers Running Club now organise the event with
support from Sport Godalming and of course Godalming Town, Waverley Borough, and Surrey County
Councils. Once again, the event was generously sponsored by Charterhouse Club, Hall Hunter, Physio
1to 1 and Fitstuff. All the proceeds, after costs, have been set aside for ‘Go for Gold’ and other grants
supporting our local athletes in their endeavours.

The Simon Steel Legacy continued in June, and | enjoyed a hectic afternoon at Farncombe Cricket
Club with lots of youngsters — boys and girls — from many of our local schools. This event is in
partnership with the Surrey Cricket Foundation, who run a Waverley wide junior school cricket
competition for years 4, 5 & 6 children, we part sponsored the four days for boys and girls and provided
the daily winners with shields - all the participants were given medals. Our thanks to Graham Ekins and
his team at Farncombe CC for making this happen.

And talking of Graham Ekins, we decided that he would be an excellent choice for the ‘Mayor's
Volunteer of the Year’ award. This is the first time we have done this following Graham’s Long Service
Award at our sports awards evening in November 2024. We were delighted that he was awarded this
honour at the annual Town Meeting in March from the Town Mayor Clir. Paul Rivers!

As an aside, are there other people out there in the sporting community that warrant acknowledgment
for their efforts? If so, see Godalming Town Council’s website for details.
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Fellow committee member Graham Robinson ran the ‘Sport Godalming Bowls Championships’ in
August, for the final time, at Godalming and Farncombe Bowls Club and as always, it was a good
evening. Rob Boxall won the men’s final and Chelsea Macfarlane the lady’s final. We said goodbye to
Graham who has disappeared off to France and welcomed Steve Cosser to the ‘team’ and who will run
the Bowls Championships this year. '

And onto our Sports Awards on Friday 28th November — again at the Wilfrid Noyce Community Centre
and in the company of Mayor of Waverley, Clir. Penny Rivers and the Mayor of Godalming Clir. Bob
Crooks, and CliIr. Paul Rivers, the Mayor of Waverley’s consort, along with representatives from many
of our sports clubs and other guests. A packed house enjoyed an evening of good sporting stories &
achievements from our many local teams and individuals — our ‘guest speaker’ was Helen Jenkins who
told us all about completing her lifelong dream of swimming the English Channel solo which led onto
one of her chosen charities for her swim — Charlie’s Promise - with a high percentage of youngsters
attending, we invited Martin Cosser to briefly talk about the charity concerning knife crime, which was
an emotional and thought-provoking five minutes! The whole event was captured by our new
photographer Sam Hector and lots of picture’s and all the awards can be found on our website —
www.sportgodalming.co.uk - A special ‘thank you’ must also go to our treasurer Hugh and to his wife
Suzanne, who organised and managed the onscreen presentation and to our new printers of the
programme, Vantage Publishing. We have also been very fortunate to receive such support on the
sponsorship front, which covers our ever-increasing costs to run this prestigious event.

All these events we organise are built around team involvement, so my thanks to all those involved with
Sport Godalming for their on-going commitment. So, looking forward to this year and firstly this
evening...as mentioned, Sport Godalming have attended and contributed to meetings with the ‘working
group’ at Waverley including councillors from both Town and Borough as well as Surrey County Council,
talking about the future of the Broadwater Park Golf Club site —we are in this for the long haul and hope
to have a further update on developments — from our side, we have had constructive meetings with a
lot of local clubs and heard their concerns, lack of pitches etc... which all goes into the mix and hope to
continue these discussions with others so we can be as informative as possible when it comes to
deciding on the layout of the park and what's best for the local community. We also hope to have some
more clarification on the changing landscape politically with the new West Surrey Unitary Council just
over a year away and how this will impact on our clubs and their playing fields etc...

Dates to note... The Godalming Run, will happen on SUNDAY 17th MAY and that, of course, is a major
source of income for our ‘Go for Gold’ and Grant Aid initiatives. At our Open Meeting this evening, we
will get an update from their organisers and meet some of those ‘Go for Gold' athletes who we support
and hopefully hear from on the night as to what 2026 holds for them.

The Simon Steel Legacy Cricket series continues at Farncombe Cricket Club and at the end of the year
it concludes with our Sports Awards evening at the Wilfrid Noyce Community Centre on FRIDAY 27th
NOVEMBER - so another date for your diary.

Description of the charity's trusts
The charity operates under a Constitution that was adopted on 4 June 2009.

The objects are as follows:

To promote for the benefit of the inhabitants of Godalming and the
surrounding area, the provision of facilities for recreation or other leisure
time occupation of individuals who have need of such facilities by reason of
their youth, age, infirmity or disablement, financial hardship or social and '
economic circumstances or for the public at large in the interests of social

welfare and with the object of improving the condition of life of the said
inhabitants.

The promotion of community participation in health recreation for the benefit
of the inhabitants of Godalming and the surrounding area in particular but
not exclusively by the provision of grants.

The charity has a restricted fund that includes donations for specific
purposes together with the associated costs, such as the Simon Steele
Cricket Legacy funds.

The bankers are Lloyds Bank plc

Activities and Achievements
The promotion of sport in the community is recognised as a partnership
arrangement and hence there has been a close relationship with our
partners Waverley Borough Council and Godalming Town Council.

This year we organised the Godalming Run, the Sports Awards, the Bowls
Tournament and the Youth Cricket Competition in memory of Simon Steel.



The general funds generated in the year amounted to £1,289 (2024:
£1,976) including the surplus of £7,203 (2024: £5,950) raised by the
Godalming Run resulting in overall general funds to carry forward of
£12,656 (2024: £11,367).

An amount of £6,500 raised from the 2025 Godalming Run and through
sponsorship of the Sport Godalming Awards in 2025 has been added to the
£250 remaining from the £5,000 designated funds previously set aside to

finance future Go for Gold and other grants (see note 8) in accordance with
previous practice.

No reserve policy is in place because the Charity relies upon subscriptions,

fundraising and sponsorship to fund its annual costs and hence maintains
limited financial funds.

Restricted fund

The funds held within the restricted fund are disclosed in note 8 to the
Financial Statements. The closing balance to be carried forward is £1,271
(2024: £1,511) with the year resulting in a deficit of £240 (2024: £270)

consisting of amounts paid in relation to the Simon Steel Youth Cricket
Competition.

Public Benefit

The Trustees have complied with the duty in the relevant Section of the
Charities Act 2011 to have regard to the public benefit guidance published
by the Charities Commission.

The Trustees have approved the above trustees' report.
